| will completely prepare my respective concert repertoire, according to a schedule
agreed to by my teacher and myself.

| will pay an entrée fee of $35 by November 21, which includes one adult ticket
priced at $35. When | perform more than one piece, | will purchase one more ticket
per one more performance. The ticket will be either for Adults, Senior/Students, or
Children (~18).

| understand that | am in charge of bringing in more people to fill in the seats with
the extra tickets | purchase.

| understand monitors will be in attendance at all rehearsals. If my repertoire in not
prepared by November 21, 2009, | may be disqualified for this year’s performance
and $25 will be refunded out of the $35 entrée fee.

| agree that | will provide for biographies, photos, and other information needed for
concert promotion materials. | further agree that the KPMF holds the exclusive right
to use the recordings of the Concert including photos, audio and video, for its
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marketing and library archive. KPMF will take reasonable care and actions to be
compliant with privacy policy, copy right, etc.

| agree to be dressed in Concert attire on January 31, 2010: Concert attire is white
on top (shirt/blouse) and black on bottom (pants or long skirt-below knee length). |
will not wear any revealing tops/skirts, tennis shoes or flip flops. | understand that
this is a very dignified occasion and will be dressed appropriately.

| will not bring gum, candy, food, or drink, into West Valley College Theater and | will
follow all applicable house rules.

| understand that concert etiquette requires me to stay for the concert in its entirely,
either from 2:00-400pm.

| will not use photocopied music at rehearsals or the concert. The music has to be
purchased from the publishers.

At the rehearsals and Concert, while on stage, | will remain quiet and attentive. | will
follow and adjust my performance based on the instructions of the conductor.

I, the performer, am completely and solely responsible for ensuring that notice and
follow my stage call to join with my repertoire group.

| understand that there will not be any refunds of enrollment fees or ticket money
after November 21.

In case the Concert attracts more participants than expected for the above time
schedule 2:00PM-4:00PM, KPMF may hold two concerts at 2:00PM-3:30PM and
4:30PM-6:00PM. | will make my best to adjust my schedule to accommodate as
many performers and audience as possible.
